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Safety Acknowledgement Form

1.        I understand that I am responsible for the equipment until the rental company arrives to pick it up. The Equipment is not to be moved under any circumstances. 
1.        I understand that while people are in the inflatable equipment, a responsible, competent adult who has read and understood the safety rules must be supervising.
1.         I will ensure that all riders remove their shoes and any sharp objects before entering the inflatable.  Sharp     objects include eyeglasses, toys, jewelry, and any item that could scratch the unit or another rider.
1.         I understand that food and drinks are not allowed inside the inflatable, including gum. Keep away from heat sources or flammable objects. I understand that cleaning charges will apply for face paint, glitter, sand, silly string or other stains or soils. Silly string on unit will result in a $400 cleaning fee! Do not spray water on ride $100 cleaning fee.      
1.        I understand that no one is allowed on ride while it is being inflated or deflated.
1.         I will not allow riders to do flips, climb the netting or roof areas, or roughhouse in the inflatable.  I will remove riders who do not follow directions to ensure the safety of all riders.
1.         I will not allow riders to sit or play on the safety step. They must bounce 2 feet away from door entrance. 
1.         I understand that riders should be sorted by size to prevent injuries. Only children of approximately the same size should be in the inflatable at any time.
1. I understand that only dedicated power circuit is to be used. In case of accidental power loss have children exit unit then check for power issue.         
1.                 I am aware of how the weather can affect the inflatable and I have reviewed the procedures and understand what to do in the event of bad weather (rain or wind). Unit must be turned off in winds over 15km per hr, in rain or lighting. When rain stops dry unit to prevent slipping.
1.         I understand that riders must slide in a sitting position, feet first.  Jumping and flipping from the top of the slide is not permitted and can cause injuries.
1.         I understand that Individuals with head, neck, back or other muscular-skeletal injuries or disabilities, pregnant women, small infants and others who may be susceptible to injury from falls, bumps or bouncing ARE NOT PERMITTED on or in the unit at any time.
